Class Participation

I. What is Class Participation?

Participation in class is more than physical presence.  It means making a meaningful contribution to discussions and course activities.  This skill is important for students in all environments.  Outstanding class participation and cooperation is defined as being present with all required class materials, answering questions, offering constructive opinions and supplementary material, and cooperating with the teacher and other students in the class.  Those students who have difficulty in any of these areas should see me and we will work together to help you master these skills and contribute to the class.  

To practice reflective thinking, you must take the risk of sharing your views and interpretations and receive feedback from others regarding the soundness of those views and interpretations.  You must also help create an environment where people feel comfortable sharing their opinions/ideas.  Students should feel also comfortable asking and answering questions.  We construct knowledge and learn from each other, so we must share our ideas so that others can learn from us.  You will be evaluated on how you contribute to the class.
II. Criteria


The A+ student has or does the following: 

1. Class Activities: student meets the requirements, follows instructions, provides equal 

        contribution, works well with others, stays on task, puts forth 100% effort

2. Follow Discussion: student takes notes and/or actively participates in discussions (answers 

questions, asks questions, adds original ideas, comment on other ideas)

3. Behavior: student uses appropriate levels of conversation, respects others, talks at appropriate 

         times (does not interrupt others), helps provide a conducive learning environment

4. Other: student does not have necessary materials, sleeping, cell phone use, etc.

III. How Will You Be Graded


1. each student will be assessed in each class, throughout the term.


2. each student will start with an A+ class participation grade.  The grade will only be deducted if 

    the student does not meet the criteria listed above.

3. class participation will count as 10% of the student’s term grade.
